• A CHOP Exam including 
physical exam, vision & 
hearing screenings, vac­
cines, lab tests,& antici­
patory guidance. 

• Temporary full-scope 
Medi-Cal for the month 
seen and the month af­
ter. 

Mark "yes" on the Gateway application 
to receive an application by mail for 

continued Medi-Cal Coverage

CHDP Gateway 

What is Gateway? 

An electronic "gateway" to link 
children with immediate full-scope 
Medi-Cal coverage at CHDP Pro­
vider offices & clinics. 

Who is eligible? 

Children & Youth: 
• Without medical insurance. 
• Under 19 years of age. 
• No proof of residency required 
• Family Income is at or below 200% 

of Federal Income Guidelines 

Children already enrolled in full­
scope Medi-Ca/ are not eligible 

for the Gateway. 

How the 'Gateway' works? 

A parent/ guardian takes a child to the doctor's office: 

Step 1: 

The Provider screens 
for insurance 

If no insurance, 
parent or guardian 
completes CHDP 
pre-enrollment 

application 

Step 2: 

The Provider enters data in 
the computer & eligibility is 

determined, 

Step 3 : 

If paperwork is completed within two 
months and the child is eligible, he/she 

will continue to receive Medi-cal
